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The Arborjet Tree I.V.: Micro-InfusionTM

Technology
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Injection sites are located at the base of the 
tree; an Arborplug is inserted into a small 
predrilled hole.  The VIPER needle pierces an 
internal septum to start the injection.

The bottle is capped and 
pressurized; the lines are then 
purged of air

Dose is based on tree DBHò.  The 
formulation is added to the 1L 
Tree I.V. bottle
